Building Project Report

2009 was an exciting year for our church building project. After a few years of study, debate and preparation,
we finally decided it was time to start the building project.

During the first board meeting, Luning Cui and | were selected to be the co-chairs of the building committee
and we invited the following people to join the building committee: Pastor Paul, Allan Hu, Yandong Wu, Qi
Hong and Darren Shen. On Jan. 21, we kicked off our first committee meeting.

During the year, we undertook some important tasks.

1. Team building

We organized our team based on its functionality.

Technical team: Hong Qi, Yandong Wu and Allan Hu

Financing Team: Robert Wu and Luning Cui

Fund Raising and communication team: Darren Shen. Darren has since recruited Heidi Wong, Alex Wei and
Xiaoling Sun to his team

Point person for outside communication: Qi Hong

2. Architect selection

The first job of our committee is to select an architect. Given the size of our project, we decided not to go
competitive bidding process. Our technical team recommended Latimer Hu to be the architect and the board
accepted. (Allan Hu excused himself on the decision because of conflict of interests). Latimer and his team
since has worked with us and East Gate on design of the building.

3. Requirements specification

There was a report prepared two years ago on our requirements for the new building. We used that report as
our blueprint to define our requirements. We put them into three catalogues: Essential, important and nice to
have features. Some of the essential requirements are: a place which can accommodate 250 people to worship,
two offices, two washrooms, one nursery room, one kitchen and enough classrooms for Sunday school
(include the use spf East Gateb6s classroom
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4. Budget revision

After meeting with the architect, we realize our original budget about 800,000 dollars is not going to meet our
essential requirements. We revised our budget to 1.3 million and get it approved by the congregation. We
understand that 1.3 million is the absolute ceiling which shall not be exceeded. Our target is to build under 1.3
million.

5. East Gate corporation

East Gate Alliance Church (EGAC) is generous to let us use their land for free. Pastor Bill is very involved in
the building project. His vision is to have an attractive fellowship hall which can accommodate two
congregations. But the cost is an issue and how to share and contain cost became a focal point in working and
negotiating with EGAC on design. It is not easy but by the grace of God and lots of prayers, we ironed out lots
of differences and reached an agreement on a tentative design.

We will continue to corporate with EGAC after we move in. In order to clarify things and smooth out the
transition, we drafted ministry agreement and property agreement. They will be finalized and become legal
documents in 2010.

6. Financing
We had a meeting with Bank of Montreal and got information on what are needed to get loan and how much
is possible. We also contacted C&MA Eastern District on loan guarantee. It was too early to proceed in 2009.

7. Fund raising and communication

The congregation has pledged of 353,000 (include donation and loan). Our target is $600,000. Several fund
raising activities have raised two thousand dollars and a few more were planned for 2010. Please see the
following report written by Darren for detailed information on fund raising and communication activities.
