Family Ministries

The Family Ministry started this year as the pastors (Pastor Paul Chen and Pastor
Gabriel Lam) with the leadership team (Jonathan Lim and Ko Yung Liu) saw the need
to equip the Church members with healthy marriages and good parenting skills in
raising their children. In the past few years, God has blessed many new additions to
the existing OMAC members. The Family Ministry team saw the need to promote to
the congregation to start and think about individual families as units in our service
to the Lord. The family unit begins with parents having a personal intimate
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relationship with Christ. These relationships are spilled over to healthy marriages
which are the foundation of good parenting that is Christ-centered in each family.
With this vision in mind, the Family Ministry team has worked on and achieved the
following in 2011:

e We have begun conducting research and attend conferences on the Faith at
Home series so that future leaders in the ministry to be better equipped to
potentially adopt this curriculum to further help the care and nurturing of
faith at home that starts with individual parents having good relationships
with each other and with God.

e We have offered Sunday school parenting classes (e.g. Shepherding a
Child's Heart) and celebrated special occasions (e.g. Father's Day, Mother's
Day) to help parents with children of all ages to learn about Christ-oriented
principles and skills about parenting. Based on the feedback, similar
courses will continue to be offered in 2012. Through these special
occasions, parents have also made commitments to raise their children in a
Godly way.

e We have promoted and encouraged couples to attend marriage conferences
offered by Family Life and Chinese Family for Christ. Feedbacks from
attendees have been positive and we look forward to see more OMAC
couples devote their time and efforts to healthy marriages at home.

e OMAC has helped organize the joint Second Generation Conference and
invited Dr. Jeff Lee as Speaker on issues of Chinese parents raising
children in the North American society. Over twenty church members from
our Church attended this meeting.

o We also promoted the Love and Respect marriage conference. Due to the
popularity and limited seating capacity of this conference, only five
couples were able to attend this seminar. One couple shared that this
conference had given them tools to turn their marriage around.

Many thanks to Li li who faithfully taught Shepherding of a Child’s Heart in
Adult Sunday school and to Ko-Yung Liu for his service to the Lord; Ko Yung has
initiated many of the above programs.

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4% (Finance Department)

Allan Hu

Introduction

This report is meant to provide the congregation on how we did financially for
year 2011 without going into too much detail. The picture is compiled from a file
that contains the raw data gathered from the claim forms and the checks we issued
from account payable. The grouping of departmental expenditure is based on the
claim form and check information. There may be a few small errors/mistakes but they
do not change the big picture much. The total revenue by funds was gathered from
the weekly bank deposit slips. We have three accounts in Bank of Montreal (BMO),
one for general fund (GF), one for building fund (BF) and one for US dollars. We
also have money in CIBC Wood Gundy as short term investment.

Observations and recommendations are for the next board to assess and adopt
where it makes the most sense with the goal of managing His money faithfully as a
good steward. The final financial statement in the format consistent with the
previous years’ will be attached to this report as a separate and stand alone document
after it has been verified. The operations of the treasurer’s team are meant to give
you some idea on what was involved in keeping the treasurer department going. |
would appreciate it, if you have any questions and concerns with this report, that you
direct them to me first.
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Observations
The following observations are made:

1. We had quite a bit of discussion at our Annual General Meeting (AGM) before
we approved our 2011 budget. We lowered the original budget proposed by about
10%. We began with the first quarter in a large GF deficit and our building fund was
behind schedule. We were forecasting a large GF deficit in the tens of thousands if
the trend continued.

2. At the semi-annual update the GF was revised down to about $8000 in deficit
while the Mission Fund (MF) was more or less on track. The BF was behind but
showed signs of increase. It was assessed then that we would not be able to start
construction this year for sure. At the third quarter we knew that we would likely
incur a smaller GF deficit even after taking into account of our pastor leave without
pay for a month. We ended up with a small surplus of 881.94 after a plea was
communicated to the congregation in early December. Thanks to those who pitched in.
Overall we saw a steady increase over the years in the total revenue (all the funds
added). However, we should strive to reach the budget we set.

3. Most departments did spend less (some departments were a lot less) than our
budget and this has been the case for OMAC for years. We had two departments
(Worship and Fellowship and Caring) that over spent quite a bit (50%) more than
their budget.

4. The student ministry needs a long term plan to effectively use the Student
Ministry Fund.

5. We did draw some money from Benevolent Fund as a token of our love toward
a needy family near the end of this year and we still have some left. In the process of
approving this application, we discovered that the policy requires revision for it
should not be not just for urgent case.

6. For Seminary fund we raised some by special offering and $3000 was
awarded to brother Pan to show our support toward his theological study leaving us
with $1199.

7. For MF we did well and we spent a little more than we donated. It is fine for
we do have some money in reserve. We need to have a mission plan to direct our
expense.

8. For the Building Fund we missed our schedule target (Sept 2011). Unless
something is said about this to the congregation we will not see construction soon.
We are about $82,000 short before construction can begin.
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Discussions & Recommendations for the next OMAC Elder Board
The following are my recommendations:

1. Tell the congregation that we appreciate their giving over the years to meet
OMAC's need and we see increase in total each year and we thank them for their
faithfulness. For those who continue to give consistently, may the good Lord shower
His blessing on them and their family. It is also noticed that the majority (close to
60%) of us (considered as core members) are not truly faithful in their giving (tithe
and offering) and many are very low like less than 5% evaluated against their life
style and based on the donation records . This means that OMAC family members are
not sharing the load more evenly, in this case the financial load, to meet the current
need of OMAC. We are not broke but we are in no position to help others in need.
Detailed analysis has been prepared and can be discussed if the next elder board
thinks that this would be helpful;

2. Teaching in this ministry area (financial stewardship) is much needed for
OMAC—a true disciple needs to learn and become a good and faithful steward over
time. We need to remind our B/S gently that we should not keep "robbing” God" in
their tithe and offering. B/S need to be reminded of the teaching of "sharing each
other's burden” including the $ that OMAC needs to pay salary, advance His work,
help others, and build His church. | am quite sure that God does not want OMAC to
just get by. I also think that God want OMAC to be generous and financially mature.
We can not further His ministry when we are short of cash for what He entrusted us
to do;

3. Let the future deacons and elders know that we need do better in our
budgeting and implementation of our plans to avoid over budgeting (unrealistic or no
implementation plan) and under spending habits/trend (lack of evaluation of
performance). We need to take this seriously. It is also recommended to have a
budget review in July and make the necessary adjustments;

4. For the student ministry, it is highly recommended that the student ministry
leaders work closely with the fellowship and mission deacons/elders to come up with
a comprehensive, multi-year, and integrated plan to utilize the special fund and to
meet goals (measurable ones preferred) that are linked to OMAC's vision/mission
(welcoming those foreign students, in particular those from China that God already
sent to us). Student years are the best years for spiritual formation;

5. Recommend that a goal be set for seminary fund each year and it is to be
expanded to include seminar course training done locally and in Toronto area (e.g.
Life & Leadership development, CCCC courses). This will encourage B/S to plan
their professional development. Better still to earmark fund and allocate to
earmarked B/S if we can do it (develop our own leaders);

6. For MF, let us agree on a % from GF (no less than 10% to start and with
increase year after year) and use it to support OMAC initiated mission work and send
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only a set amount to Alliance Global, District and CCACC (with a total no more than
50% on total);

7. For the BF, we need to revalidate the loan contribution status (do this as soon
as the next board can get around to do it and we may need another pledge/ drive for
the remaining amount during 2012 in order to not miss construction 2013 Spring. We
should also provide quarterly progress report on the building project as a whole. We
need a committee to drive this project.

Operations
Introduction

At the beginning of the year the treasurer’s team was formed to deliver the
services and work planned. The team members are: Jennifer Hu, Maggie Wang, Tony
Wong, James Liang, Tom Shao, Albert Shang, Qiu Hanging. Brother Lu Ning was
always on hand to help as an advisor. | want to thank God for them and thank them
for their faithful service and thank those who assisted us in counting Sunday offering.
We had three meetings for team building and fellowship during the year. Though we
did not accomplish everything planned for various reasons | believe we had a good
year of smooth operation and good cooperation.

Services performed
The following are the services provided:

Account Receivable--- arrange counting officers schedule, generate report and
bank deposit slips, deposit the money at BOM night deposit box on Elgin street,
record the statistics on secretary’s board for Sunday bulletin, keep track of the
offering for tax receipts, issue the receipts to donors for filing income tax, keep the
treasurer’s offering box tidy with all the offering envelopes and stamps, purchased a
new software to improve efficiency and accuracy;

Account Payable--- process all claim forms and issue checks accordingly, pay all
staff and all bills (including building project), check accounts on line from time to
time, order checks when required, issue checks to CRA,CM&A ARF, insurance etc.,
issue T$ to staff, resolve any payment issues when required with the treasurer;

Treasurer (other)---liaise with CIBC on investment account and review
statements, liaise with BOM for transferring BF amount from GF account to BF
account, prepare quarterly, semi-annual and annual reports, file charity organization
annual report, prepare financial reports and any other document for bank loan,
prepare draft form to District Office for the building project (district office is the
guarantor) , review and issue contract for hiring contract personnel (pastor Gabriel),
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contact other churches (East Gate and EACO) for information concerning audit, keep
abreast of any changes in government policy and regulations concerning charitable
organization, and develop teaching material on “managing God’s money”

Things that need to be followed up in 2012 are:

Conduct an audit (internal or external). Document what was done in 2010 by
Hanging and Echo as a record for the church;

Claim HST/GST for OMAC as far back as we can;

Purchase a filing cabinet to safe guard the financial holdings (record, files,
stamps etc.,);

Re-subscribe membership of Canadian Council of Christian Charities;
Mortgage application with BOM for the building project; and

Consider taking an amount from our investment (say 50 to 60%) to gain more
return if the building project is still years away.

In Summary:

OMAC financial picture for 2011 is as follows:

Revenue is about 94% of approved budget even it was lowered;

We have a small surplus (It could have been in red by a few thousands if
pastor Chen did not take a month off w/o pay);

Building fund is way behind against schedule and we are still $82000 short
before construction can be allowed to start;

We spent a little more MF fund than budget amount excluding pastor Chris pay
contribution and we still have a few thousand lefts ; and

We have money left in Benevolent Fund and Seminary Fund and Student
Ministry

Some of the implications are:

We should not set a budget we can not meet or exceed. If we allow this to
continue year after year, we do not bring glory to God and it can reflect badly
on the leadership team and the church as a whole;

Church Building project will not be able to start construction till April 2013 if
the current trend continues and if we are not prepared to do anything different
in raising fund. This situation may discourage support and bring
embarrassment to OMAC:

Some recommendations are:

Set realistic and achievable budget based on data from previous year and the
congregation's potential and then allocate and control spending at the
departmental level. Cut personnel cost (currently at 65% of budget is too high
for the size of OMAC and it should be 55%) to live within projected revenue
and in a long run try to bring the % down;
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+ Conduct semi annual budget review and adjust;

* Mentor (disciple) the 60% core members and the congregation to become
faithful financial steward of God (be obedient to God in their giving in Tithe
and Offering); and

+ Set a new fund raising schedule which is integrated with the project schedule
and monitor and report on it periodically.

Final words:

I like to thank God for the opportunity to serve in OMAC as your elder and
treasurer for the last two years. Your trust and support as well as your patience at
some difficult times are appreciated. "We grow and mature as His disciples as we
serve” is truly my personal experience and the last two years were no exception.
Therefore, it is my sincere prayer for those who made themselves available for His
service in OMAC for 2012 and beyond that you will grow immeasurably and His
name will be glorified. Amen!
